In terms of a fund-raising event, we are
already in the planning stages for one. A
member of the Congregation has donated some
fine Jewish artwork for sale. We are planning an
on-line auction of these items.

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FROM THE RABBI’S DESK

My dear fellow Valley Jews and Friends,

Shalom. I was reminded by a friend that
in Israel, this is winter - the long rainy season
for which we add prayers in the Amidah, with
the hope that there will be sufficient water in the
year to come. It is cold and wet there, and once
in a while in Jerusalem there is even snow —
something | enjoyed seeing, especially after the
heat of summer.

Here, in Virginia, we too are in our
winter season. The days are short and it is dark
in the morning, and grows dark again early in
the afternoon. The earliest candle lighting time
for Shabbat in this year will be on December 4"
at 4:38 pm. By December 11", the next week,
candle lighting time has started to move later
again, coming at 4:39 pm, and December 21% is
the winter solstice. Arriving with that start of
the gradual lengthening of the days comes
Chanukah. The lights of the Chanukiah (the
Chanukah menorah/lamp) help us to dispel the
feeling of darkness that this time of year can
bring. We chase away the darkness, and kindle
light as a sign of life, joy, and celebration, a
visible symbol of our hopes for better (and
longer) days to come.

THE CALENDAR
KISLEV—> TEVET (DECEMBER)

Kislev runs from the 18" of November
through December 17", with the 17" and 18" of
December being Rosh Chodesh for Tevet. Tevet
will run from the 18" of December to the 15™ of
January this year, with the 16™ of January being
Rosh Chodesh for Shevat.

HOLIDAYS

This month other than Shabbat and Rosh
Chodesh, there is only one holiday to celebrate,
and one fast day to observe.

Falling somewhat early this year, near
the end of the month of Kislev, we begin the
celebration of Chanukah on Kislev 25. The
celebration runs from sundown the evening of

December 11" until sundown the evening of
December 19™. We will celebrate Chanukah by
lighting the Chanukiah just prior to the Shabbat
service on December 11" at Beth El, and just
prior to the Shabbat service on the 18™ at THOI.
This is because when we are preparing to light
the Chanukiah on Erev Shabbat, we light the
Chanukah lights first, before the Shabbat
candles which mark the start of the Sabbath
when our tradition teaches that we do not make
a fire (as a form of work which we avoid on
Shabbat). Conversely, on Saturday evening, we
light and bless the Havdalah candle before we
light the Chanukah lamp, waiting until the
Sabbath has ended to celebrate Chanukah.

Chanukabh is very a minor holiday on the
Jewish calendar. It is post-biblical, so does not
have that connection to advance it in
importance. It is also associated with the
Hasmonean dynasty (Judah Maccabee was one
of them, for example), which later became
known as a corrupt and collaborative regime
that had to be rebelled against, so any
celebration of the military efforts and successes
of that regime are minimized or ignored for all
intents and purposes. Instead, Chanukah is
better known as the Festival of Lights due to the
lighting of the Chanukiah — a special nine-
branched menorah (candelabra); one for each of
the eight days, and a shamash or ‘helper’ candle
from which we light the others. Chanukah is
when we retell the story of the oil in the Temple
that lasted for eight days (time enough for more
to be made), and we acknowledge that
miraculous event by enjoying many oily fried
foods: donuts, latkes, and fried ice cream, to
name a few. This acknowledgement shifted
attention away from the efforts of the early
Hasmonean military against Roman oppression,
and focused the celebration on G-d, not on the
deeds of humans.

There are lots of lovely customs around
Chanukah, and the beautiful light of the
Chanukiot (Chanukah menorahs or lamps) helps
to dispel the darkness of the evening at this time
of year, providing light and comfort. One of the
things we also recall is the custom to fill the



Chanukiah from right to left, but light the lights
from left to right, as an acknowledgement of the
two views of the schools of Shammai and Hillel,
two of the leading Talmudic sages.

Should you have any questions about the
customs or observances of Chanukah, please
feel free to ask Rabbi Joe.

The fast day that will fall in December
on the 27" is Ta’anit Asarah Be’Tevet, the fast
of the 10 of Tevet, which commemorates the
start of the siege of Jerusalem in 586 BCE,
which led to the destruction of the Temple and
the fall of the Kingdom on Tisha Be’Av (this
will fall on July 20", 2010). You can tell that
the siege was a long process, lasting over seven
months.

The next celebration on the Jewish
calendar won’t come until the end of January,
when we reach Tu Bi’Shevat, the ‘birthday’ of
the trees. More on that next month.

TZEDAKAH

In the spirit of Tzedakah (righteous
behaviors, including charitable gifts) and
Gemilut Chasidim (acts of loving kindness), we
ask that you donate money and/or items to help
those in need. We will continue to collect food
at the synagogue, as well as provide envelopes
from Mazon, the Jewish response to Hunger. If
you wish additional suggestions for worthy
groups or ways to help, please see the letter that
was distributed at the High Holy Days.

Items that are left at the synagogue are
delivered to appropriate locations &
organizations, including Mazon, the Blue Ridge
Area Food Bank, First Step, the Valley Mission,
the VVolunteer Farm, and other local and national
organizations that help those in need. Please
keep in mind the requirements for non-
perishable foodstuff, (items such as tuna, peanut
butter, canned meats, soups, fruits, vegetables,
and milk, boxed pasta, cereal, cake mixes,
juices, baby formula and baby food, and
spices/flavorings), household items (such as
laundry detergent, toilet paper, paper towels,
trash bags, cleaning supplies), and personal care
items (such as soap, shampoo, deodorant,
toothbrushes, toothpaste, dental floss, diapers,
and mouthwash). These are the items that are

often in short supply at the shelters, food
pantries, and food bank.

Please also consider those who need
clothing at this time. Hats, mittens, coats,
scarves, and other warm and waterproof items
are needed.

Also, please consider volunteering time
at Harts, the Volunteer Farm, or at the Valley
Mission, or at one of the many other
organizations that seek to help those in our area
who are in need.

NEW INITIATIVE! It has been decided
that THOI will seek to provide a full hot meal to
the residents of the Valley Mission on
December 24™. We are guessing at about 80
persons there that night. We need to get the
food, take it to the Mission, cook it there, serve
it, eat a meal with the residents, then clean up
afterwards. If you can contribute money, food,
or time to help us with this project, please let
one of the board members know. This could be
a nice family project and a way to work together
with others for our community.

ALSQ! Beth EIl Congregation has agreed
to assist in providing shelter and food for the
homeless during the week of Christmas,
working with the Mosque (the area Churches
that are often involved in this work are not able
to assist because of their holy day observances
this week). If you can provide/cook food, serve
it, or help supervise at the shelter during this
week, please talk to Sherri Alt or Ron Ornstein.

TORAH PARASHIOT

The Torah parashiot (Torah portions)
read for the period covered by this newsletter
include the following in December: Vayishlach,
Vayeshev, Miketz, VVayigash, drawn from
Bereshit (Gen.) 32:4-47:27, and Bamidbar
(Num.) 7:1-17, 7:54-8:4.

Haftarot read on Shabbatot (Sabbaths) in
December include selections from Obadiah 1-2,
Zechariah 2-4, 1 Kings 7, and Ezekiel 37.
