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Friends, Relatives Help Dedicate Anne and Michael Mintzer Windows

About 60 members of Anne Mintzer's family (both her relatives and her Beth El family) gathered for
Shabbat services N and the dedication of the Anne and Michael Mintzer stained glass windows on
Friday, Jan. 12. Unfortunately, Anne was unable to join us, having just been released from RMH after a
bout of bronchitis and pneumonia. We chose to continue with the festivities, in her absence, as her
grandsons videotaped the oneg and personal messages from those in attendance. We also sang
OHappy BirthdayO (a week late) to her via cell phone, and she listened as we repeated the song for her
daughter Deanna, whose birthday was that day.

Just a few details about the windows: Those who have been at Beth El much longer than I, tell me
that the discussion about stained glass windows in the back of the sanctuary began about 20 years
ago. Most of us remember that, in the recent past, the 12 windows were clear glass. At some point it
was determined that, when the sun shone in those windows, it often blinded whoever was on the bima,
and also raised the temperature in the sanctuary. So, some of the windows were covered with a brown
paper mache to eliminate the glare.

About six years ago, Janet Kohen took a leap of faith and began to look at the possibilities. Janet
was joined by Linda Kohn and Joan Funston, and later by Sandi Rose, and the search was on for an
artist and a design. They happened upon artist Frank Duff, who listened to their hopes and looked
around the sanctuary and at the mosaic. We commissioned a drawing and fell in love with the design.

Next, we began to discuss how our little congregation could afford such a beautiful addition, and
embarked upon fundraising. We received some wonderful initial contributions. At that same time, we
realized that we were inching up on Anne Mintzer!s 90th birthday. How does a congregation begin to
honor a matriarch of Anne!s caliber at that time in her life? A birthday party just wasn!t going to do it.
Since we were underway with the windows, we talked about naming the window fund after Anne. The
board approved.

Several months ago, the board discussed and approved the dedication of the windows to Anne and
her late husband, and the plaque will designate them as the Anne and Michael Mintzer Windows.




As you know, just when you see light at the end of the tunnel, more tunnel is added! Our sweet
stained glass window project introduced us to roof issues, rotting wood issues, fundraising issues and
lighting issues, to name a few. Much of that has been handled, but please know that the windows
continue to be a work in progress. Much still needs to be done with fundraising, and with lighting the
windows at night.

Following the d'var Torah at the Jan. 12 services, the sanctuary lights were dimmed and Anne's
granddaughter, Jessica, flipped the switch to light the windows for the first time. The artist, Frank Duff,
joined us at the dedication, and stayed for the oneg to accept endless accolades. The current lighting is
temporary. The committee is exploring appropriate lighting for stained glass. It!s not as easy as it looks.
In the natural daylight, you can see the windows at their spectacular, vibrant best, and | encourage you
to make it a point to stop in during religious school, or any other daytime event, to take a look.

In March, when Anne is stronger and when Deanna and her husband, Paul, can join us, we will
have a daytime event for Anne and her friends and neighbors to celebrate (and view) the windows.

Itls always a pleasure to share such a simcha!
